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GENERAL INTRODUCTION

The Sccialist Republic of Romania is
in size among the European countrics.
The main riches of the hills are oil, methane gas, coal salt, minmal

waters, forests, vinyards and orchards, The plains take up almost one third
of the countrics arca. The most extensive of all is the

237,500 sq. k. m ranking 12th

Romanian  plain
which is the biggest granary of Romania Romania ranks scconds in Eur-
ope as far as its oil output is concerned.

The Romanian language has its origin from Latin language. Its
grammar  structure derives from Latin and has preserved num
in a form that is nearer to Latin than that of the other Romance language.

On the basis of the guarantee given by the Romanian government of
worship to members of all Churches and religious communitics, in 1949 the
Holy Synod issued and promulgated the statute for the organisation and fu-
nctioning of the Romanian Orthodox Church, expressing  the  ecclesiastical
principle of Orthodoxy according to which the confession of taith and spi-

ritual life arc based on the Holy scripture, the Holy tradition and the
Holy canons-

The Romanian Orthodox Church js organized as patriarchate and has
now five Metropolitans and twelve Bishoprics. The central delibrative
bodies of the Romanian Orthodox Church are:

The Holy Synod and the Church National Assembly;  the Cen-
teral excutive bodies: the Church National Council and the Patriarchal
Administration. Each bishopric has deliberative body: The Bishopric Assembly,
an excutive body and, the Bishopric council. The Bishoprics arc  composed
ot admimstrative district known as deaneries, which in their turn are div-
ided into several Parishes. According to the Romanian Orthodox Church
the Parish is the Church community of Orthodox beleivers under the gui-
dance of a pricst, comprising at least 500 families in the town or at least

400 families in the country. At present we are told that the Romanian Or-

thodox Church has almost goo Parishes. According to the information

we  gathered, in Bucharest alone there are 228 Parish Churches and 400
priests and deacons. It is also said that Orthodox Parishes have been orga-
nized in Romanian Communitics existing in  others countrics, which maintain

He indicated that the government pays the salary for all Church men, repa-
irs old Churchs, monasteries and supplys the Church printing press with nec
cssary materials  whenever the Church is in nced of some help. Besides the
minister emphasized that all these happen because the Orthodox Church of
Romania deserve to be so for keeping alive the history of Romania as a
whole.

On the evening of the last day of the visit two films have been shown,
where one was about the Romania Orthodox Church and the other about
the visit of His Majesty to the Socialist Republic of Romania in 1964. Both
tilms were remarkable and educational.

Finally, a far-well dinner was given by Patriarch Justinian on the eve
of the day of the departure for home, in  which government and Chu-
rch officials were present, At the dinner hour speeches were deliverd by both
Church leaders, where both have expressed their joy for they were able to
sce the wish and desire they had for along time, that is to establish frie-
ndly relations between these two Orthodox Churches, have received its fulf-
ilment through the effort made by His Majesty. Then both spriritual lea-
der have promised to continue widening and strengthning their relations by

exchanging visitors and by sending Theological students from Ethiopia to the
Theological institiute in Romania and to the Theological College here.

fresh remembrance of contradictory scnses, used by the disciples of the nes-

torianism and monophysite teachings and cach of these two groups was atraid
to use the cxpressions of the other, fearing that if they did so, they would
be encouraging the wrong teachings which were already abusing these expre-
ssions. Onc group was avoiding the expression ““T'wo natures »» because they
had fresh in their minds the Nestorian sense of “Two persons”, and were

afraid of promoting nestorianism if they adopted this phrase. The other group
was avoiding the expression “one nature”, because they had in their minds
the monophysite sense of the fusion of the divine and human in a composite
new nature and hence were afraid of promoting the wrong teachings of the

monophysite fantasy which had real adherents. The persecution of those who
did not accept the Chalcedonian definition by the Byzantine, empire, inevitably
made them more obstinate in their opposition. ’

To day however, when the nestorian or monophysite dangers no longer

exist, and when in these questions there is no political interferance, we have
no ground for failing to carry out expressions in which will be included
new atempts to leave the old ideas and which will cven surpass them, thus
expressing in a better way the mysterious reality of the divine-human person
of the Saviour, In this we shall be following the example of the Eeumenical
Synods.

The theology of our Orthodox Churches will have to make a great
common cffort, to find the manner in which the actual different expressions

would no longer represent an obstacle in the way for a common confession
of our faiths which are so near to onc another.

Taking In to account not only the divergent tormulations of the past,
but also the way in which cach groups has interpreted them and still int-
crprets  them  we consider that it is possible to find a larger definition in
